Objective and Reason: Section 71 of Public Limited Company Act and Article 19 of the Article of Association of
TFI provide that “in the ordinary shareholders’ meeting, the Directors for one-third has to retire. If the number of
the directors is not a multiple of three, the number closest to one-third shall retire from office. The Directors retiring
from office in the first and second years after registration of the company shall be selected to be retire by drawing
lots”. For the subsequent years, the Director who have been in the post the longest shall retire. The Director who

vacates the office may be re-elected.”

The Company consists of 7 Directors and the Directors for one-third has to retire by rotation for 2 persons are Mr.
Chan Wongluekiet Independent Director and Audit Committee and Mrs. Pranee Vittayapasit Director (Please
consider Directors Bio Data in Enclosure No.6.) The shareholders were given the opportunity to nominate the
names of qualified persons for being considered to be elected as Directors as required by the recruitment
process in advance from December 1, 2023 to January 31, 2024 through the website of the Company. However,

there were no shareholders nominating the qualified persons to be elected as the Directors.

Recruitment criteria and recruitment methods: The selection process of the Company’s Directors have already
been considered by the Nomination and Remuneration Committee. In this regard, the Nomination and
Remuneration Committee considered that 2 Directors have been qualified to continue as a director because they
have expert and seniority, gain experiences and suitable qualify with the business for the Company. It is

appropriate to propose to the 2 directors mentioned above to be a director for another term.

Board of Directors’ Opinion: The Board of Directors agrees with the Nomination and Remuneration Committee’s
recommendation and proposes to meeting to re-elect Mr. Chan Wongluekiet and Mrs. Pranee Vittayapasit, 2
directors who retire by rotation to be the Board for another term. The Board of Directors has carefully considered
and agreed that the proposed Directors has pass a process of the Company’s consideration that meeting criteria
qualification following relate regulation and appropriate to conduct the Company’s business.

Mr.Jadesada Hungsapruek Mr. Jirote Sirirorote, Mrs. Sumana Senivongse and Ms. Kannika Wipanurat have no
personal relationship or interests in or with the Company or its subsidiaries, executives or major shareholders and
any affiliates of the above persons. Mrs. Sumana Senivongse has been auditor for the Company and its
subsidiaries for 4 years since 2020.

Voting: Resolution in this agenda shall be approved by the majority votes of the shareholders attending the

meeting and casting their votes.

Agenda No 9: To consider and approve the Disposal of Land to PM Group Company Limited, a Connected

Person of the Company.

Objective and Reason The Company shall enter into the disposition transaction for 1 title deed of land of the
Company, with a total area of 1 rais 3 ngans 79 square wah (779 square wah), identified under land title deed no.
71766, located on Debaratna Road (Highway 34), Bang Chalong Subdistrict, Bang Phli District, Samut Prakan
Province, to PM Group Company Limited, a connected person of the Company. The purchase price is THB
125,000.00 per square wah, or the total amount of THB 97,375,000.00. This is because the Company plans to
appropriately manage the assets that have not been utilized to obtain the greatest benefit. In addition, it plans to
take advantage of the disposal of land to repay some of the outstanding loans to PM in order to ease the burden
of financial costs.

The disposal of such land does not come under the scope for the disposition of assets pursuant to the Notification
of the Capital Market Supervisory Board No. Tor Chor. 20/2551 (2008) (as amened) Re: Rules on Entering into
Material Transactions Deemed as Acquisition or Disposal of Assets and the Notification of the Board of Governors
of the Stock Exchange of Thailand Re: Disclosure of Information and Other Acts of Listed Companies Concerning
the Acquisition and Disposition of Assets B.E. 2547 (2004) (as amended) (the “Notifications of Acquisition and
Disposal of Assets”). As, the transaction value in comparison to the audited financial statement of the Company
as of December 31, 2023, is equivalent to 3.62 percent of the total value of consideration basis. The Company
has had no other disposition of assets during the past 6 months, the total size of transaction thus is lower than 15
percent of the Company’s total assets. Accordingly, the transaction does not come under the scope for the
acquisition or disposition of assets having significant value for listed companies.

However, the disposal of such land is considered as a connected transaction of the listed companies in
accordance with the Notification of Capital Market Supervisory Board No. TorChor. 21/2551 (2008) Re: Rules on
Connected Transactions (as amended) and the Notification of the Board of Governors of the Stock Exchange of
Thailand Re: Disclosure of Information and Other Acts of Listed Companies Concerning the Connected
Transactions B.E 2546 (2003) (as amended) (the “Notification on Connected Transactions”). Owing to the major
shareholders of PM are the major shareholders of the Company, as well as, there are two common directors,
namely, Mr.Chalermchai Mahagitsiri and Ms.Ausanee Mahagitsiri. The transaction value in comparison to the
audited financial statement of the Company as of December 31, 2023, is equivalent to 4.82 percent of the net

tangible assets of the Company, and when compounding with the other

connected transactions during the past 6 months, the total size of transactions is equivalent to 5.22 percent. As a
result, the disposal of such land is considered as a connected transaction, class 4, relating to assets or services
with the transaction value exceeding THB 20 million and a transaction size exceeding 3 percent of the net
tangible assets (NTA) of the Company. Therefore, the Land Disposal Transaction must be approved by the
shareholders’ meeting before proceeding with the transaction.

The details are shown as Information Memorandum on the Disposition of Assets and Connected Transactions of
Thai Future Incorporation Public Company Limited (Enclosure 13) and the Opinions of the Independent Financial

Advisor on the Disposition of Assets and Connected Transactions (Enclosure 14).

Audit Committee’s Opinion: The Audit Committee’s opinion is not different from the opinion of the Board of

Directors, and no audit committee member has any different opinions from the resolution of the Board of Directors

Board of Directors’ Opinion: The Board of Directors considered and resolved to approve the Company to enter
into the land disposal transaction to the connected person, that shall transform the assets which have not been
appropriately utilized into cash in order to provide sufficient capital for the Company as well as to pay off the
outstanding loans that the Company borrowed from PM and to ease the burden of financial costs. The Board of
Directors has considered that the land is unnecessary for the Company's business operation. In addition, the
Board of Directors has considered the land use potential shall bring the greatest benefit to the Company and its
shareholders for the purpose of the most effective capital structure, financial cost, and allocation of the Company
assets, in case that the land is disposed. In terms of the purchase price, the Board of Directors has opinion that
the price is favorable and reasonable, as agreed upon by the two parties, which is equal to THB 97,375,000.00 or
THB 125,000.00 per square wah. The price is derived from the appraisal prices by two independent appraisers
on average. The appraisal price from Thai Property Appraisal Lynn Phillips Company Limited is THB 150,000.00
per square wah, and the appraisal price from Chartered Valuation and Consultant Public Company Limited is THB
100,000.00 per square wah. In this regard, the two independent appraisers applied the market approach, which
is a method that employs a group of comparable properties traded in the market to analyze and refer to, in order

to get the appropriate appraisal price.

The Board of Directors thus considered and found that the land disposal transaction is appropriate, and
reasonable, by considering the details of the transaction, the compensation to be received, and the greatest
beneficial to the Company and its shareholders. The compensation received is based on the appraisal value of
the asset from the two independent appraisers, which is based on the market approach. This appraisal price is
considered as a price similar to entering into transactions with a third party. The Board of Directors has therefore
unanimously resolved to propose this transaction to the shareholders' meeting for the approval of the Land

Disposal Transaction.

Chapter 5 — Shareholders’ Meeting

The Board of Directors must cause an annual general meeting of shareholders to be held within four

months from the ending date of the fiscal year of the Company.

All other meetings of shareholders apart from the aforementioned shall be called extraordinary meetings.

The Board of Directors may summon an extraordinary meeting of shareholders whenever it sees fit.

One or more shareholders holding the aggregate of shares of not less than ten percent of the total
number of paid-up shares may, by subscribing their names, request the Board of Directors in writing to
call an extraordinary meeting at any time, but the reasons for calling such meeting shall be clearly stated
in such request. In this regard, the Board of Directors shall proceed to convene the shareholders’

meeting within 45 days after having received the letter from the shareholders.

In case of the Committee does not hold a meeting within the period as specific in paragraph lll, all
shareholders who list all names or other shareholders sum of total of specific minimum requirement as
enforce shall able be set up a meeting within 45 days from maturity date as specific in paragraph Il|
such shall be regards as official shareholder meeting that the committee call a meeting. The Company
is responsible for necessary expense incurred from organizing the meeting and provided reasonable
convenience. In this regard, the shareholders who called the meeting in person under the fourth
paragraph notices of meeting or meeting documents may be sent to shareholders by electronics means.

If that shareholder has informed the intention or given consent to the company or the board of directors.

In case that it's appears, the shareholder's meeting which called by the shareholders under fourth
paragraph. The number of shareholders attending the meeting does not from a quorum as prescribe in
Article 36 of the Article of Association of the Company. The shareholders under third paragraph shall be

jointly responsible for reimbursement of expenses incurred from holding such meeting to the Company.

The Shareholders’ meeting of the Company can be conducted through electronic media in accordance
as provided in the law and it shall be deemed that the location of the Company’s head office is the

meeting place.

Rules of Practice for Voting at the Shareholders’ Meeting and Vote Counting

The voting coupons will be issued for shareholders (or proxies) upon registration at the registration desk at the

Rules of Practice for voting cast

1. Voting shall be apparently cast. The Chairman of the Meeting shall propose the matter to be considered
to the Shareholders for consideration and voting on each agenda basis, by requesting the Shareholders
to vote whether to approve, disapprove or abstain, in the voting coupons.
