Board of Directors’ Opinion:  The Board of Directors deems it appropriate to propose to the Meeting to approve
of neither Legal Reserve nor Dividend Payment to shareholders for the operating year 2024 since the Company

reported a cumulative loss of Baht 2,826.70 million as of December 31, 2024.

Voting: Resolution in this agenda shall be approved by the majority votes of the shareholders attending the

meeting and casting their votes.

Agenda No 6: To consider and approve the appointment of Directors to replace the Directors who retire by

rotation.

Objective and Reason:  Section 71 of Public Limited Company Act and Article 19 of the Article of Association of
TFI provide that “in the ordinary shareholders’ meeting, the Directors for one-third has to retire. If the number of
the directors is not a multiple of three, the number closest to one-third shall retire from office. The Directors retiring
from office in the first and second years after registration of the company shall be selected to be retire by drawing
lots”. For the subsequent years, the Director who have been in the post the longest shall retire. The Director who

vacates the office may be re-elected.”



The Company consists of 8 Directors and the Directors for one-third has to retire by rotation for 3 persons are
Ms.Ausanee Mahagitsiri Vice Chairman, Mr.Kamonsut Dubbaransi Director and Mr.Tae Lim Kim Director
(Please consider Directors Bio Data in Enclosure No.6.) The shareholder’'s were given the opportunity to nominate
the names of qualified persons for being considered to be elected as Directors as required by the recruitment
process in advance from October 1, 2024 to December 31, 2025 through the website of the Company. However,

there were no shareholders nominating the qualified persons to be elected as the Directors.

Recruitment criteria and recruitment methods: The selection process of the Company’s Directors have already
been considered by the Nomination and Remuneration Committee. In this regard, the Nomination and
Remuneration Committee considered that 3 Directors have been qualified to continue as a director because they
have expert and seniority, gain experiences and suitable qualify with the business for the Company. It is

appropriate to propose to the 3 directors mentioned above to be a director for another term.

Board of Directors’ Opinion: The Board of Directors agrees with the Nomination and Remuneration Committee’s
recommendation and proposes to meeting to re-elect 3 directors who retire by rotation to be the Board for another
term. The Board of Directors has carefully considered and agreed that the proposed Directors has pass a
process of the Company’s consideration that meeting criteria qualification following relate regulation and

appropriate to conduct the Company’s business.

Voting: Resolution in this agenda shall be approved by the majority votes of the shareholders attending the

meeting and casting their votes.

Agenda No 7:  To consider and approved the remuneration of Directors for the year 2025.

Objective and Reason: The Nomination and Remuneration Committee proposed the directors’ remuneration for
the year 2025 same as year 2024 due to the Company were still cumulative loss. By offering Director’s
remuneration in the amount Baht of 20,000 per month for each Director. and for Chairman of the Board is Baht
30,000 per month. During a meeting month, the Company’s Board of Director shall support travel expense to
each Director who attend the meeting in amount Baht of 5,000 per month and if there are two or more meeting in
any month, the Company shall support travel expense to each Director who attend a meeting in amount not

exceeding Baht 10,000 for that month. Each Director who is also in the

Audit Committee and/or any sub-committees shall only receive remuneration without any other allowance
provided. Even though comparable an average remuneration of Directors with the same industry would higher
than the company by comparing Director’s remuneration information from Annual Report in Year 2024 on other
companies in the same industry group on report of the resolution of the Annual General Meeting Shareholders in
Year 2024 on other companies in the same industry group referred to the survey report year 2024 of the Thai

Institute of Directors (IOD).

Chapter 5 — Shareholders’ Meeting

The Board of Directors must cause an annual general meeting of shareholders to be held within four

months from the ending date of the fiscal year of the Company.

All other meetings of shareholders apart from the aforementioned shall be called extraordinary meetings.

The Board of Directors may summon an extraordinary meeting of shareholders whenever it sees fit.

One or more shareholders holding the aggregate of shares of not less than ten percent of the total
number of paid-up shares may, by subscribing their names, request the Board of Directors in writing to
call an extraordinary meeting at any time, but the reasons for calling such meeting shall be clearly stated
in such request. In this regard, the Board of Directors shall proceed to convene the shareholders’

meeting within 45 days after having received the letter from the shareholders.

In case of the Committee does not hold a meeting within the period as specific in paragraph Ill, all
shareholders who list all names or other shareholders sum of total of specific minimum requirement as
enforce shall able be set up a meeting within 45 days from maturity date as specific in paragraph
such shall be regards as official shareholder meeting that the committee call a meeting. The Company
is responsible for necessary expense incurred from organizing the meeting and provided reasonable
convenience. In this regard, the shareholders who called the meeting in person under the fourth
paragraph notices of meeting or meeting documents may be sent to shareholders by electronics means.

If that shareholder has informed the intention or given consent to the company or the board of directors.

In case that it's appears, the shareholder’s meeting which called by the shareholders under fourth
paragraph. The number of shareholders attending the meeting does not from a quorum as prescribe in
Article 36 of the Article of Association of the Company. The shareholders under third paragraph shall be

jointly responsible for reimbursement of expenses incurred from holding such meeting to the Company.

The Shareholders’ meeting of the Company can be conducted through electronic media in accordance
as provided in the law and it shall be deemed that the location of the Company’s head office is the

meeting place.

To summon the meeting of shareholders, the committee shall prepare the invitation letter indicate place
date time and meeting agenda and propose subject together with information as appropriate by clearly

specific the agenda for approve or consideration and including director’s opinion in each agenda and

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send to shareholder and registrar at least 7 days before the meeting together with advertising invitation
letter into Thai newspaper as the Company office located for 3 consecutive days prior the meeting at

least 3 days

In advertising the notice of the meeting, advertising may be made via electronic media instead means
as provided in the law and must also collect evidence of advertising together with details about the date

of the advertisement.

If shareholder has notified his intention or consented, the Company or the board of directors may send
meeting invitations or meeting documents by electronic means as provided in the law and must keep a
copy of the meeting notice and supporting documents as evidence which can be stored in electronic

form.

The meeting venue for shareholders shall be located at Company’s head office location or another

branch or nearby province.

In a shareholders’ meeting, the quorum shall be constituted by at least twenty-five (25) shareholders,
present in person or by proxy (if any), or at least one half (1/2) of all shareholders representing not less

than one third (1/3) of the issued shares.

If after one (1) hour from the time scheduled for the shareholders’ meeting, the required quorum is not
constituted, the meeting if called by a request of shareholders, shall be dissolved. If such meeting is not
called by a shareholders’ request, another meeting shall be convened and a notice of the meeting shall
be sent to the shareholders not less than seven (7) days prior to the meeting date, and it is not obliged

for constituted quorum.

In the shareholder’'s meeting, shareholders may appoint other persons as proxies to attend and vote on
their behalf in the meeting. The proxy form must be dated and signed by the shareholder granting the

proxy and must be in accordance with the form prescribes by the Registrar.

This proxy must be given to the chairman of the board or the person designed by the chairman at the

meeting before the proxy attends the meeting.

This proxy may be made by electronic means instead, and it must use a method that is safe and reliable

that the proxy is made by the shareholders in accordance with the criteria prescribed by the registrar.

The Chairman of the Board of Directors shall preside over the shareholders’ meetings. In the event that
the Chairman cannot present or unable to perform his/her duties, the Vice Chairman shall act as the
presiding Chairman. If the Vice Chairman cannot present or unable to perform his/her duties, the

shareholders present at the meeting shall elect one of their members to be the presiding Chairman.
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Article 39 In Voting, each shareholder shall have one (1) vote for each share held by him/her. The resolutions of

the shareholders’ meetings shall be consisted of vote as follows:

1) in normal cases, a resolution of the shareholders’ meeting shall be passed by a majority vote of the
shareholders present and eligible to vote at the meeting, and in case of an equal vote, the chairman

2) in the following cases, a vote of not less than three quarters (3/4) of all shareholders present and
eligible to vote at the meeting, shall be required:
a) sell or transfer of the whole or substantial parts of the Company to other persons.

c) amendment or termination of contracts about overall lease or substantial parts of the
Company’s business.
d) assignment other persons to manage company'’s business.
e) consolidation of the business with any entities for the purpose of profit and loss sharing.
f)  amendment or addition to the Memorandum of Association or these Articles.
g) increase or decrease the capital or issuance of debentures.

h) amalgamation or dissolution of the Company.

An Annual General Meeting shall be summoned:

2) to consider and approve the balance sheet.

3) to consider the appropriation of profits.

4)  to elect directors who retire by rotation.

5) to appoint the auditor and the amount of audit fees.

6) other parties.

Identification Documents for the Rights to Attend the Meeting

Before attending a Meeting, each Shareholder must present any of the following identification documents:

1. Individual Shareholders

1.1 In case of an individual Shareholder attending the Meeting in person, an original and
valid identification document containing his/her photo issued by a Government
Agency, such as Identification Card, Driver License and Passport.

1.2 In case of a Shareholder represented by a proxy attending the Meeting:

a) A proxy form attached to the invitation of the Meeting, accurately completed and
signed by the Shareholder and the proxy holder.

b) A copy of affidavit of the juristic Shareholder containing a statement indicating
that such representative has been authorized to act on its behalf, certified true by

its authorized representative.
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c) An original document of the proxy holder issued by a Government Agency
containing the details specified in paragraph 1.1 above, certified true by the proxy

holder.

3. Non —Thai Individual Shareholders or Non-Thai Juristic Persons Established under Foreign
Laws
Subject to the provisions set out below, paragraphs 1 and 2 shall apply mutatis mutandis to
Shareholders who are non — Thai or juristic persons established under foreign laws, as the case
may be:

a) Affidavit of juristic person may be issued by the Government Agency of the
country in which such juristic person has been established or by its authorized
representative. However, the Affidavit of the juristic person must contain details
regarding its name, authorized signatories, relevant conditions and limitations and
its registered office.

b) Any documents which are either in Thai or in English must be submitted together
with Thai or English translation, certified true and correct by its authorized

representative.

stamp duty of 20 baht to the document completely.

Thai Future Incorporation Public Company Limited reserves the right to permit only the attendees who submit

the completed and corrected documents to attend the meeting.

Rules of Practice for Voting at the Shareholders’ Meeting and Vote Counting

The voting coupons will be issued for shareholders (or proxies) upon registration at the registration desk at the

entrance of the Meeting Room for the purpose of vote casting for each agenda.

Rules of Practice for voting cast

1. Voting shall be apparently cast. The Chairman of the Meeting shall propose the matter to be considered
to the Shareholders for consideration and voting on each agenda basis, by requesting the Shareholders
to vote whether to approve, disapprove or abstain, in the voting coupons. The voting coupons shall be
collected upon request by the Shareholders who cast the vote of Disapprove and Abstain to raise their
hands. The collected coupons will be checked and counted for the voting. The Company provides the
middle man to jointly check and count the votes in every agenda.
